AP European History Chapter 17 Learning / Research Activity – The Enlightenment Salon
For the next several days you will work on this Enlightenment Salon Activity. The goal is to recreate the atmosphere of an 18th century Parisian Salon, a gathering place for the witty and well-informed to engage in intellectual conversation about the important issues of society.  We will select roles in as fair a manner as possible. 
To gain the knowledge to play your role you will use the info in your textbook, the various source readings on the class website, other textbooks (available in class) the Western Tradition source reader by Marvin Perry (on the shelf in the room), Newsela World History resources, and internet research.  Begin your research NOW. 
Prepare an alphabetized MLA format bibliography of at least 4-5 sources you used to prepare, you will turn this in with the RAFT (Character Press Release) as a Required Assignment.  NO LATE WORK will be accepted on this.

You will need to create an ID sign for your character for the day of the event on 8.5 x 11 paper and hang it around your neck as you mix, mingle and speak. The ID sign must have the name of your persona clearly written to be seen from 10-12 feet away, an appropriate symbol that represents who they are and a slogan or quote that can act as a conversation starter for when you mix and mingle with other characters.

The salon will be held during class and will be organized and facilitated by Madame Marie-Therese Geoffrin and Madame Suzanne Necker.  Be prepared for other invited mystery guests as I will be inviting school administrators and others to observe.  
Come and hear great minds at work!  There will be discussions led by some of the greatest minds of the Enlightenment Era and beyond.  The scheduled topics offer something for everyone and the guest list is extensive:
Essential Question: What is the ideal society? How do we achieve it?
